Sew the rows together to make the Center Block. The 
block should measure 65 ½” x 65 ½” square.

Sew (1) 2” x 65 ½” Fabric F strip to each side of the 
Center Block. Sew (1) 2” x 68 ½” Fabric F strip to the 
top and to the bottom of the Center Block to make the 
quilt top.

Layer and quilt as desired. 
Finishing the Quilt

Bind as desired.

Sew the (7) Fabric F binding strips together, end to 
end with a 45-degree seams, to make the binding. Fold 
this long strip in half lengthwise with wrong sides 
together and press.
