Block Assembly
Sew (1) 2” x 5 ½” Fabric Q strip to each side of (1) 5 
½” Fabric F square. Sew (1) 2” x 8 1/2” Fabric Q strip 
to the top and to the bottom of the Fabric F square to 
make (1) Unit 1 square (Diagram 1).

Sew (1) 1 ½” x 3 ½” Fabric J strip to the top of (1) 
1 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric Q strip. Sew (1) 1 ½” x 3 ½” Fabric K 
strip to the bottom of the Fabric Q strip to make (1) 
side border. Repeat to make a second side border. Sew 
(1) side borders to each side of (1) Unit 1 square.

Sew together (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Four square, (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Five square, (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block Six 
square and (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, in that order 
from left to right, to make Row Two.

Sew together (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Seven square, (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Eight square, (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Nine square and (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, in that 
order from left to right, to make Row Three.

Sew together (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Ten square, (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Eleven square, (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, the Block 
Twelve square and (1) 2” x 10 ½” Fabric Q strip, in that 
order from left to right, to make Row Four.

Sew together (5) 2” x 36 ½” Fabric Q strips and the (4)
pieced Rows, alternating them, to make the quilt top.

Sew the (5) binding strips together, end to end 
with a 45-degree seams, to make the binding. Fold 
this long strip in half lengthwise with wrong sides 
together and press.

17.Making the Pillow
Note: The arrows in diagrams represent the fabric 
print direction. Pay attention to the fabric and block 
orientations while assembling the project.

Pillow Assembly
Sew (1) 2” x 5 ½” Fabric B strip 
to each side of (1) 5 ½” Fabric A 
square. Sew (1) 2” x 8 ½” 
Fabric B strip to the top and 
to the bottom of the Fabric A 
square to make (1) Unit 2 square 
(Diagram 15).

Sew (1) 1 ½” x 3 ½” Fabric C strip to the top of (1) 
1 ½” x 2 ½” Fabric B strip. Sew (1) 1 ½” x 3 ½” Fabric D 
strip to the bottom of the Fabric B strip to make (1) 
side border. Repeat to make a second side border. Sew 
(1) side border to each side of the (1) Unit 2 square. 

Sew (1) 1 ½” x 4 ½” Fabric C 
strip to the left side of (1) 1 
½” x 2 ½” Fabric B strip. Sew 
(1) 1 ½” x 4 ½” Fabric D strip 
to the right side of the Fabric 
B strip to make the top 
border. Repeat to make the 
bottom border. Sew the top 
border and bottom border to 
the top and to the bottom of 
the Unit 2 square to make (1) 
Unit 3 square (Diagram 16). 

Sew (1) 2 ½” x 10 ½” Fabric B strip to each side of 
the Unit 3 square. Sew (1) 2 ½” x 14 ½” Fabric B strip 
to the top and to the bottom of the Unit 3 square to 
make the Pillow top. 

To make the back envelope flaps, turn under the 
14 ½” edge approximately ¼”, press and repeat to 
make a finished edge on one edge of the 11 ½” x 14 ½” 
backing piece. Repeat with the second 11 ½” x 14 ½” 
backing piece.

Position and pin each of the back envelope flap, right 
sides together with the pillow front, overlapping 
the finished edges in the middle and aligning the 
raw edges with the pillow front (Diagram 18). Stitch 
around the pillow front and back to complete the 
pillow.

Turn the pillow right side out.
