Quilt Cutting Directions

Note: Read assembly directions before cutting
patches. Borders are cut to exact length required
plus %” seam allowance. WOF designates the width
of fabric from selvedge to selvedge (approximately
42” wide).

Fabric A Cut (1) 9” x WOF strip. Sub-cut
(1) 9” square, (8) 2 %” squares, and
(16) 2” squares.

FabricB Cut (1) 4 %” x WOF strip. Sub-cut
(4) 434” squares.

Cut (1) 2 %” x WOF strip. Sub-cut
(8) 2%” squares.

Cut (1) 2” x WOF strip. Sub-cut
(16) 2” squares.

Cut (4) 1%5” x WOF strips. Sew the
strips together end to end with
diagonal seams and cut
(2)1Y%”x 75 '5” strips.

(2) 9 7%” triangles.

Making the Quilt

The arrows in the diagrams represent the fabric
print direction. Pay attention to the fabric and unit
orientations when assembling the various components.

1. Block Assembly
Place (1) 4 %" Fabric B square on the top left corner
of (1) 9” Fabric A square, right sides together
(Diagram 1). Sew across the diagonal of the smaller
square from the upper right corner to the lower left
corner (Diagram 1). Flip open the triangle formed
and press. Trim away the excess fabric from behind
the triangle ¥4” away from the sewn seam
(Diagram 2).

21. Sew the Outer Left Side Border and the Outer Right
Side Border to the left and to the right sides of the
Center Block.

22. Sew the Outer Top Border and Outer Bottom Border
to the top and to the bottom of the Center Block.

23. Sew (1) 1 5” x'75 »” Fabric B strip to each side of the
Center Block. Sew (1) 1 5” x 77 '5” Fabric B strip to the
top and to the bottom of the Center Block.

24. Center (1) 8 %4” x 98” Fabric BB strip on (1) side of the
Center Block and pin in place. Start sewing the strip
a 4" from the top edge of the block and stop a ¥%4” from
the bottom edge. DO NOT TRIM THE EXCESS.
Repeat with the opposite side.

25. Repeat Step 24 to sew (1) 8 %” x 98 Fabric BB strip to
the top and to the bottom of the Center Block, making
sure to stop and start ¥%” away from each end of the
block. To miter each corner, fold the Center Block on a
diagonal, wrong side together. This should line up the
strips from adjacent sides (Diagram 56).
